Check each email in your trash bin 
because sometimes, it is not trash. 

When forwarding emails, delete 
any addresses from the original, 
before sending to others.  It is a 
matter of privacy and security. 

If you have not already done so, 
create an email address to be 
used when you have to use one in 
some cases, but do not want to 
use your personal or business one
(s). 

To quickly find an often used fold-
er, rename it with an A to place it 
at or near the top of folders to  
eliminate scrolling down to it. 

When sending to multiple address-
es, use the Bcc: field, not the To: 
or the Cc: to hide addresses.

VA offers the following information: 

The veteran's discharge certificate or DD 214 

• The veteran's VA claim number or Social Security 
number 

• The veteran's death certificates 

• Government life insurance policy 

• A copy of all marriage certificates and divorce decrees 
(if any) 

• A copy of each child's birth certificate (or adoption or-
der) 

The veteran's birth certificate to determine parents' bene-

fits
