Did You Know?

e If a veteran has a service-connected rating of 60%
- 90% that causes unemployability, the veteran may
be eligible for compensation at 100%.

e |f a veteran is hospitalized for 21 days or more, or
in convalescent care for one month or more for ser-
vice-connected disabilities, the veteran will be com-
pensated at 100% during the time period.

e Any veteran rated 10% or more for a service-
connected disability is eligible to receive training
from Vocational Rehabilitation Training program.

Any veteran rated 10% or more for service-connected
disabilities may have the Home Loan fee waived.

The Army, Air Force and Navy exchange will start allowing all honorably discharged veterans to shop
online, (think Amazon, but only cheaper with no taxes.) The target start date is Veterans Day, November
11, 2017 but, you must register first. Registration begins June 1, 2017. You must call 1-844-868-8672 after
June 1 to register. Before you do read the following:

NOTE: Prior to calling the 1-844-868-8672 go online to VETVERIFY.ORG there are several questions, fill out the
form. If the screen reapers with the message; "Your Information Cannot be Found" you may be given the option
to retry. The Social Security Number filled out the first time with your last four, will now require your whole Social
Security number. If the second attempt results in failure, it can be for the following reason. The system will get
another update of military personnel the first week of September 2017. The site is loading up the information of
fifteen million Veterans, the updating is taking longer than expected.

NOTE: In the event your record is not found after the September update, the next course of action is to get a DS
LOGON Level 2 this will serve as proof of eligibility for access to the Military Exchange Service, then call the 844
number, they will work with you. The two sites use two different databases, DS Logon Level 2 application uses
to Defense Enroliment Eligibility Reporting System (DEERS)

Dear Legion Family Members and Friends,

In the June issue of The American Legion Magazine, | discussed an historic oppor-
tunity for our organization. The U.S. Congress only authorizes the minting of two
commemorative coins per year. We are counting on your support of legislation -- H.R.
2519 and S. 1182 — that would bestow this honor upon the greatest veterans organi-
zation the world has ever seen.

With your help, we can encourage Congress to mark The American Legion’s 2019
Centennial with these limited edition, exquisitely crafted commemorative coins. Not
only would these coins raise public awareness about the most influential veterans or-
ganization in the world, but proceeds from their sale would raise funds for our pro-
grams that assist veterans, servicemembers and their families.

A centennial coin would generate millions of dollars to pay for programs that fall un-
der our four founding pillars of veterans affairs and rehabilitation, strong national de-
fense, children and youth, and Americanism. From service officer training to Opera-
tion Comfort Warriors to American Legion Baseball, these programs enrich our com-
munities, states and nation.

A bipartisan group in Congress is gathering support for The American Legion 100th
Anniversary Commemorative Coin Act. Please ask your representative and senators
to join sponsors Sen. Todd Young, R-Ind.; Sen Joe Donnelly, D-Ind.; Rep Phil Roe, R-
Tenn.; and Rep. Tim Walz, D-Minn.; and co-sponsor this important legislation. You
can call or write to their district offices or call the U.S. Capitol Switchboard at (202)
224--3121. The easiest way to spread this message is through our Legislative Action
Center which you can reach BY CLICKING HERE and allow us to help you compose
and draft a message.

There is already strong competition from other groups seeking their own commemo-
rative coin. We must let Congress know that H.R. 2519 and S. 1182 are extremely
important to The American Legion and anybody who supports veterans and our en-
riching programs.

After all, there are only two commemorative coins authorized by Congress each year.
Already scheduled for 2019 is the minting of a coin to honor the 50th anniversary of
the Apollo 11 moon landing.

Many of the astronauts and support personnel who made that mission possible were
Legionnaires. Some were even educated through the Gl Bill, made possible by The
American Legion. | truly believe that most of those Apollo 11 heroes would approve of
this pairing.
