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Anniversary of the U.S. &     
Allied Victory at the Battle of the Bulge 

January 25th 
 

Nearly 80 years ago, in the twilight months of World 
War II, Nazi Germany launched a major offensive 
against U.S. and Allied Forces rapidly advancing on its 
western border. Despite suffering significant losses, 
the Allies ultimately prevailed in what would later be 
called one of the most decisive victories of the war.  

According to War Department General Order 114, 
December 7, 1945 there were approximately 2,000 
units that received the Ardennes Credit, (The Bat-
tle of the Bulge). These units vary in size from a 
small number of people up to and including an Ar-
my Group. Also included are units of the 8th and 
9th Army Air Forces. There were 20 Infantry Divi-
sions, 10 Armored Divisions and 3 Airborne Divi-
sions that received the Ardennes Credit.
