Today’s solid-state hard drives are an excellent media
for incremental backups, and Dropbox and iCloud!

While on the topic of backups, some people follow the
practice of naming sequential files with endings such
as (a,b,c,1,2,3), so that if they need to return to a pre-
vious form, nothing would be lost.

Another “backup” ploy might be to carry/use a high-
capacity thumb drive for such items as family medical
records, etc.

If you video your home/business possessions, that dig-
ital video could also be stored, for insurance purposes.

REVIEW OF OUR POST’S NAMESAKE

Col. Larry Alan Hoff, USAF (Ret), of Loganville, passed away on Thursday, Oc-
tober 20, 2011, after a long and courageous battle with esophageal and liver
cancer. Larry was born on November 8, 1946 in Monroe, W1 to Glen and June

' Hoff, Sr. Col. Hoff entered the United States Air Force in 1968 after receiving his
commission from ROTC at San Jose State University. He was a career pilot, un-
conventional warfare officer and Joint Staff Officer who had commanded at all
levels from detachment to Squadron. During Operation Desert Shield\Storm,
Col. Hoff was the Director of the Joint Staff Crisis Action Team (CAT).

He followed this with assignments as the Director of Operations for the United
Nations Special Commission for Irag (UNSCOM) responsible for planning and
conducting international inspections for weapons of mass destruction within Iraq. He followed that
with an assignment as Director of Special Management (AMC-TACC) where he was responsible as
Director of NATO Air Operations for NATO AFSOUTH for planning and operations of the NATO im-
posed peace between Croatia, Bosnia, and Serb combatants in the former Yugoslavia. After retire-
ment, in 1995, he served thirteen years as the Senior Aerospace Science Instructor (SASI) for GA-
956, Senior Representative for AFJROTC region COAR-2 HQAFJROTC, and as Director of Emer-
gency Management for Walton County Public School System. He retired in June 2010.

Col. Hoff was also an assistant professor of Health Science/Emergency Management for TUI Uni-
versity. He was a member of the American Legion (Department of Georgia Junior Vice Command-
er), National Sojourners (Commander of Hero's of 76), Daedalion Society of Military Pilots, Air
Force Association, Military Officers Association, Veterans of Foreign Wars, Royal Order of Scotland
(president), Loganville Shrine Club (past treasurer and vice president), Yaarab Shrine and Legion of
Honor, York Rite, Scottish Rite and Columbia Lodge #91.

Additionally, last week the House passed and sent to the President’s desk, S. 544, which will ex-
tend the Veterans Choice program that was set to expire this August. As you know, the Veterans
Choice program started in 2014 as a way to allow veterans to receive necessary health care more
quickly. Rather than sitting through long waits at a VA health center or clinic, or needing a course of
care that the VA could not provide, the Veterans Choice program has helped over 1 million veter-
ans get care in a timely fashion from their local community providers. This, along with bills we
passed last month to make it easier for the VA to recruit medical professionals and also to remove
bad employees, is just another step in the right direction towards fixing our beleaguered VA health
care system and ensuring our men in women overseas come home to the best possible health care
available.
