Vietnam War Certificate of Honor Program

In conjunction with the 50th Anniversary Commemoration of the
Vietnam War, The State of Georgia wants to honor every one of its
234,000 Vietnam War Veterans.

To accomplish this goal, the Georgia Department of Veterans Ser-
vice, in partnership with the Office of Governor Nathan Deal, has
created the Vietnam War Certificate of Honor program.

Every Georgia Veteran with honorable service during the Vietnam
War is eligible to receive this certificate.

With the help of Veterans Service Organizations, word of mouth,
and local media support, these Certificates of Honor will be ceremo-
nially presented to every Vietham War Veteran in Georgia.

Each certificate is personalized with the Vietnam War Veter-
an's Name, Rank, Branch of Service and dates of service
printed over the Seal of the State of Georgia and includes the
official U.S. Department of Defense's Vietham War Com-
memorative Partner logo.

If you are interested in receiving your certificate, please send
an email to our Service Officer, Leonard Sobczynski at
one_vtwin@yahoo.com with a subject of "Vietham War
Certificate" and include your Name, Rank, Branch of Service
and dates of service. Leonard will collect the information and
put it in a spreadsheet.
